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THE DYNAMICS OF “GEOGRAPHICAL DISCOVERIES”
IN THE EARLY MODERN RUSSIA

Abstract:

In Catherine the Great’s Instruction (Nakaz) to the Legislative Commission it was
clearly stated about the European character of the Russian state: “Russia is a European power”.
However, it is necessary to raise the question to what extent did the Russians of the 18th century
consider themselves to be Europeans? We consider this specifically by *“geographical
discoveries (scientific expeditions).”

Focusing on “the scientific expeditions” that developed on a national scale in 18th-
century Russia, this study examined the process of the Russian government’s renewed
recognition and consolidation of control over the countryside, and the resistance of the Bashkirs
to it. This provided an opportunity to consider Russia’s policy of eastward expansion and the
academic support it received from intellectual exchanges with other countries and domestic
scholarly activity at its core.
